RC Consolidation Technical Correction

The enacted 2011-13 operating budget shifted Fiscal Year 2013 funding among several agencies, assuming passage of Engrossed Substitute Senate Bill 5669 (consolidating 

natural resources agencies and programs).  This legislation did not pass.  Ongoing funding and FTE staff are redistributed among the Department of Health, Columbia River 

Gorge Commission, Department of Ecology, and Pollution Liability Insurance Agency in order to align budgets with current law.   These realignments result in no net change 

in appropriations on a statewide basis.
